I have added more ink to my drawing. For a few days I stared at my drawing trying to find some thoughts. I 

even made a few notes, then I reread the Arduino books, about the first 25 or so pages. I see the benefits and 

utility of them, I just do not want to read, or get involved with code, nor do I want to use a computer to make 

things work.  

I have been reading the Creative Effects book, but as yet I am not getting what I want out of it. There was a 

chapter on motors where it described different sizes, torque ratings and additions to have and create motion. I 

learned more about motors, sprockets and chains, gears, pulleys, and cams. I think the sprocket and chain is 



the best idea on how to make them move, I reckon if I attach the motor shaft to one sprocket, in turn the 

sprocket will move the chain. With this I have added more notes to the drawing, but I have yet to find a good 

way to start and stop the motion. I want a continuous run with Wili E. chasing the Roadrunner.  

Which got me to chapter five, Animation Effects. I read that a series of gears added to a motor will slow down, 

or accelerate the animation that you wish to move, that may help slow the roadrunner to a proper run. 

The pulley is for cords to change direction when being pulled. The cam I found interesting, attached to a motor 

the shape of the cam makes an animation piece move up and down. A way to make my rabbit hop! I also want 

to animate a butterfly in flight, so a gear with a few alternating teeth, it can have 3 teeth, 2 missing teeth, 2 

teeth, 3 missing teeth. Hopefully that would look like a butterfly fluttering around a bush. Tamiya has a sprocket 

and chain set. On the Tamiya website, wouldnôt you know, I cannot find the set. I did find and buy another set 

on eBay, we will see how it works.  

Now a motor is needed. I have four motors that came out of old engines, will one of them work? Time to test 

motors! It is going to take 6 weeks to get the chain and sprocket set. In the meantime, I guess that I am going 

to have to work on another animation project.  I think that I will work on the cave hiker, this one will be worked 

with a tortoise switch machine.

Building the Southern Pacific Coast Line  

(Los Angeles to Santa Barbara) in ñOò Scale

As of January 2025, I am under way developing the last area of my ultimate model railroad. The O scale layout 

is in the 30ô by 50ô train room in our house in Plantation, FL. It was a 1969-era tract house, whose former 

owner expanded the two-car garage into a five-car garage to house his Corvette collection. When I saw that 

room, I said to my wife Lou, ñThis will be my ultimate train room.ò Fortunately, sheôs always been very 

supportive of my hobby, so this was the house we bought, after about a year and a half of looking. (Itôs also in 

a great neighborhood, across the canal from a golf course, and close to all kinds of dining and shopping.) 

Origins and Layout #1 

Iôve loved trains since I was a boy, growing up in Hialeah, FL. Initially I had a Marx wind-up train, but I 

desperately wanted real Lionel trains. My dad built me a small train table in my bedroom, and when I was 10, 

they got me a Lionel locomotive and freight cars for Christmas. The layout got expanded several times, 

stretching eventually along two walls of the bedroom. I built a whole Plasticville town, with streets and 

sidewalksðand lots of Lionel operating accessories. That was Layout #1. 

I saw ñOò scale brass locomotives at Orange Blossom hobby shop in Miami. In an issue of Model Railroader 

that I bought there (in my junior high school years) I saw an ad for the All-Nation Hobbies catalog. Before that, I 

had no idea there was such a thing as O scale, with kits that you could build. (Iôd built plastic models of Navy 

ships and Air Force jets but was unaware of model railroad kits.) During my high school years, I built two All 

Nation freight cars, a box car and a wood-sided reefer; I still have them.  

I graduated from high school and was fortunate to get a scholarship to MIT, where I majored in mechanical 

engineering. I did not join the MIT student model railroad club (operating the ñTech Nickel Plateò) because 

those guys were mostly interested in electronic gadgets, while I liked building realistic models. After MIT, I left 

Florida behind, working first in aerospace and then for a public safety think tank in Santa Barbara, California. 

While at MIT I gave my parents permission to sell or give away my Lionel stuff, saving only the Lionel Wabash 

GP-7, which Iôd bought with money I saved from a junior high paper route. (Today it lives in a glass display 

case in our living room.) 

Returning to Trains, Layout #2 

As a young married guy with a new house in Santa Barbara, I had no thought about getting back into model 

railroading. But somewhere I learned that Atlas/Roco introduced a line of ready-to-run O scale freight cars and 

diesel locos, plus track and turnouts. I bought an initial set and persuaded my first wife Lynn to let me have 

space in our two-car garage for a 4ô by 16ô switching layout.  

In 1973 my cousin Tom Yorke (yes, the same Tom Yorke, now master modeler and ñOò Scale Hall of Fame 

member) lived briefly in Santa Barbara at that time and he and I built the benchwork in 4ô x 4ô modules with 

removable legs. That was fortunate, because the next year Lynn and I divorced, and our deal was that she 

would live in the house for several years, paying the mortgage, after which weôd sell it and split the proceeds. 

 



So, the Atlas stuff got packed up in storage boxes, and I managed to find a place to store the dis-assembled 

benchwork. This turned out to be longer than Iôd anticipated, and Layout #2 only got re-assembled and had its 

track installed when I moved into a new Santa Barbara house in 1979! But I got under way, on a small 

switching layout based on an article in Model Railroader. By the time I met Lou, whom I married in 1983, the 

layout had buildings and scenery on more than half the benchwork, including my scratch-built model (mostly 

styrene) of the preserved SP depot in Goleta, a small suburb of Santa Barbara. 

In those years I became the founding CEO of a public policy think tank, Reason Foundation, for which I still 

work today (remotely) as Director of Transportation Policy. In 1985, our board decided to move Reason to Los 

Angeles, so Layout 2 was dis-assembled and moved to our new house in an LA suburb. The smallest of three 

bedrooms became the train room, and I finished the buildings and scenery on Layout 2 there. 

Expanding to a large room, Layout #3 

In 1991 we moved to a larger house in the San Fernando Valley. The enclosed carport became the new train 

room, about 15ô x 20ô. No longer constrained to a switching layout, I worked out a track plan for an around-the-

room line with a small yard and turntable in the middle. Soon after I began construction, I received an 

inheritance from my Aunt Helen, and we decided to add a real garage to the property and expand the train 

room to 15ô x 30ô. So, I revised the track plan to fill the added space. 

By this point, Iôd decided that Southern Pacific was my preferred prototype. I had my one brass GS-4 steam 

locomotive professionally painted in SP Daylight colors by a guy who worked at the Original Whistle Stop in 

Pasadena. And as I could afford it, I began acquiring other SP locomotives and having them painted by the 

same guy. 

By the time the layout was about 80% finished, we decided to move to Florida, after having survived (with no 

damage) the frightening 1994 Northridge earthquake, about eight miles from our house. I had agreed with 

Reasonôs board that our think tank needed a CEO whoôd be a full-time fund-raiser, which would enable me to 

concentrate full-time on my main interest, transportation policy. Thanks to the internet, I could work from 

anywhere, and Lou, based on vacation trips, had come to really love South Florida. Thatôs where we decided 

to moveðbut it took about five years to find a new Reason CEO and figure out where in Florida we wanted to 

live. 

When moving time approached, since there was no realistic way to move the layout across the country, and I 

had no offers to acquire it from people in southern California, I spent several months carefully packing up 

locomotives, rolling stock, vehicles, buildings, and lots of inventory and supplies. The benchwork and track 

were not salvageable and went to the dump. Not wanting to trust all the delicate and valuable railroad stuff to a 

moving company, I rented a small U-Haul truck for the railroad stuff, and movers took everything else. We 

convoyed the length of I-10 with Lou driving her small SUV and me driving the U-Haul, each of us equipped 

with a walkie-talkie in case we got separated (only once, at night, in San Antonio). We arrived in Plantation, FL 

in March 2003. 

Layout 4: the SP Coast Line from Los Angeles to Santa Barbara 

We bought the house more than a year before the actual move, so I had the floor plan of the new train room. 

Thanks to a contact on an O Scale West layout tour, I learned that legendary layout designer John Armstrong 

was still alive and might still be doing custom layout plans. I contacted him and filled out his ñGivens & 

Druthersò questionnaire, and I was blown away by the detailed layout plan he produced, far more complicated 

and with a much longer main line than Iôd thought possible.  

 



Because we were doing a major remodeling of the house (extensive revisions to the train roomðraising the 

floor to the same level as the rest of the house, adding numerous electrical outlets, installing overhead 

fluorescent lighting plus track lighting, etc.) adding a new garage and other improvements, we lived in a nearby 

apartment for about 15 months while all that was going on. We finally moved in mid-May 2004. 

In August of that year, I retrieved all the railroad stuff from the air-conditioned storage room where it had lived 

during the house reconstruction. In this huge new space, I drew on the floor the 6ôx 6ô grid from Johnôs plan 

and began building the benchwork. I used 5-ply LightPly plywood from a marine supply house for the 

benchwork surface and built the whole thing using the same detachable leg concept from the Tom Yorke 

switching layout project in Santa Barbara. As each large subsection of benchwork got finished, I drew the track 

plan on the plywood, taking care to use easements on all the curves (a lesson learned from the previous 

layout). I installed Code .125 flex track and Old Pullman turnouts on Homabed, and also did the wiring as I 

went along. 

Before Lou and I moved to Florida, I attended an NMRA national convention in San Jose and was very 

impressed by a clinic on photo backdrops. We later spent two weekends driving the SP route from LA to Santa 

Barbara, taking photos of the hills, etc., which would be behind each of the scenes planned for the layout. So, 

as I built successive sections, I also built support for photo backdrops. That was easy for portions along the 

walls, but for inner sections, this required building backdrop support structures, including fastening them to the 

ceiling in those locations. And since I had a full-time job for this whole time (and I still do, many years later), the 

benchwork, track, and wiring took until 2009. Needless to say, both installing the golden spike and running my 

GS-4 all the way around the main line were great celebrations.  

Then the fun part finally began. I decided to ñdevelopò each section of the railroad, from Los Angeles to Santa 

Barbara, more or less in that order. That way Iôd have the satisfaction of seeing something that looked good 

(and realistic) as motivation to proceed to the next section. 

The first step for each section was creating and installing the photo backdrop. The one place where we had not 

shot backdrop photos was Taylor Yard in LAðbecause it was no longer in use and was off-limits. Fortunately, 

a friend of ours worked for Metrolink, the LA commuter rail line, which had established maintenance shops on 

what remained of this old SP yard. So, on a trip to LA, Pat took us there for an hour or two photographing the 

hills and houses overlooking the yard.  

Back home, Lou and I reviewed the Taylor Yard photos on her computer to organize a set that would yield a 

panoramic backdrop when blown up to 18ò x 24.ò Then Marcella, a local Florida friend who is very good with 

Photo-Shop, created a panorama that would cover the entire length of the Taylor Yard section. I took the file on 

a thumb drive to the nearest FedEx location and had them print out the set of 18 x 24 photos on non-glossy 

stock. I cut off the sky from each photo (the backdrop was already painted light blue) and carefully installed the 

remainder using wallpaper paste. 

 

  



I installed the new motorized turntable and laid out the floor plan for a scratch-built roundhouse. As a member 

of the SP Historical Society since the mid-1990s, Iôd acquired quite a few of the books the organization 

published, including one that has plans for actual yard buildings, one of which was the Taylor Yard 

roundhouse.  

 

 

 

I had room for only seven stalls, but I embarked on the project which took nearly a year, and (due to its large 

size) was mostly assembled on Louôs sewing table, since it was too large for my workbench. I included 

inspection pits below each of the roundhouse tracks, but I havenôt yet got around to adding machinery, etc.  

I built an interim two-stall diesel shop from a kit, hoping to replace it with something better someday.  

  



The other big project was an icehouse and icing platform to service PFE reefers.  

 

 

 

Both were built from kits, but since the track was slightly curved, I had to kit-bash the curved platform. The yard 

is 75% finished, still lacking some water, fuel oil, and sanding facilities (and an eventual scratch-built Taylor 

Milling building, after which the yard is named), but this area had already taken two years, so I decided to 

move on to Glendale. 

 



The SP Coast Line has several unique depots between LA and Santa Barbara. Glendale is one of those.  

 

 

 

I took photos but decided this was beyond my scratch-building skills. Cousin Tom Yorke was happy with a 

contract to build this for me, and it ended up in an article in Railroad Model Craftsman, along with the Santa 

Barbara depot he later built for me. Both actual depots are on the National Register of Historic Places. The rest 

of Glendale is a mix of scratch-built and kit-bashed structures not based on actual prototypes but on what I 

imagined would be appropriate for 1956.  



The Oldsmobile dealer is entirely scratch-built. Itôs an Oldsmobile dealer because I have a lot of that model 

year in my 1/43 scale vehicle collection and I built it to fill an oddly-shaped piece of land. 

 

 

 



When it came to Burbank, I recalled the regular line from the TV program ñLaugh-Inò about ñbeautiful downtown 

Burbank,ò so its focal point is a main street. Here again, not actual buildings are portrayedðjust buildings (from 

kits) that would look right for 1956. This is one of three places on the layout where I installed a mirror on a 

small portion of the backdrop to give the illusion of a longer main street.  

 

 

 



I also needed a fire station to fit on a fairly narrow lot, with room for a driveway to the parking lot for the 

adjacent movie theater. Again, Tom Yorke to the rescue, with a great (as-requested) Spanish-style building, 

with space for two fire engines and complete with a hose-drying tower. 

 

 

 



After Burbank, North Hollywood consists of a small lumber yard (my first scratch-built project from my high 

school years), a school modeled after Hialeah Elementary (which I attended), and some Craftsman-style 

houses built by Tom. 

 

 

 

 



Beyond there, the layout depicts a portion of the San Fernando Valley that was still mostly agricultural in 1956, 

with vegetable fields and citrus trees and a local produce market.  

 

 

 

 

At its furthest extent is Chatsworth, where I cleaned up and re-named the scratch-built ñGoleta depotò from my 

Santa Barbara years, now re-badged Chatsworth (itôs one of SPôs standard designs for small depots). On the 

hill above Chatsworth, is a scratch-built model of the house we lived in on a hillside above the San Fernando 

Valley. 

 

 



The next section of the Coast Line is the grade though the Santa Susana pass, completed around 1901 by SP 

blasting three tunnels to complete the Coast Line route. Our photos came in handy here, not for backdrop use 

but for the look and feel of the rock formations between the three tunnels. Building this section took about a 

year, and I eventually learned to carve wet hydrocal to make better-looking boulders. John Armstrong had laid 

out the plan so that the peak of this grade occurred at the main entry door to the train room, so that people 

have a minimal duck-under to enter and leave the room. 

 

 

 

 

The next two sections are the little town of Santa SusanaðI just imagined appropriate buildings and found kits 

that would fit inðand then Simi Valley, which today is suburbs and shopping malls but then was mostly nothing 

or small farms, so I developed it accordingly. 

 



The next real town is Moopark. Here again, other than building a typical SP small-town depot, I mostly selected 

building kits that I thought would fit a small California town in 1956.  

 

 

 



Itôs mostly a one-street downtown.  

 

 



But on its outskirts, at a discreet distance from Moorpark, is Lady Sallyôs bordello. This was Louôs idea, based 

on a bordello in a science fiction series by Spider Robinson. She worked with Tom to identify the style of 

building she had in mind, and Tom did the usual superb job. It has a complete interiorðenough said!  

Lady Sallyôs 1940 red Cadillac convertible is parked behind the building. 

 

 

 



The next town on the route is Camarilloðthen almost entirely agricultural, so thatôs what I built. In the 1950s 

sugar beets were a major SP commodity, and its wood-sided gondolas made up long, heavy trains from farms 

to sugar mills. Once again, Tom built a detailed beet loader, complete with scales to weigh the trucks before 

they dump their beets. I covered a long stretch of Camarillo with beet fields, some recently harvested and the 

others waiting for the harvest. Also in Camarillo are an ag chemical dealer and a defunct grain elevator. These 

are both pilot models for kits Tom never made. 

 

 

 

 



Between Moorpark and Camarillo is a small locomotive maintenance facility belonging to LaCumbre Linesða 

hypothetical former SP branch line spun off as a (very) short line railroad.  

 

 



Trains to serve the fictional town of LaCumbre pick up occasional freight cars from SP in Moorpark and climb 

the grade to the small agricultural town, from which they bring back citrus loads. LaCumbre is the last area of 

the layout to be developed. Last year I did the agricultural portion; this year I hope to finish the town, which will 

include a large produce market from a limited-edition Mt. Albert kit. 

 

 



SP trains continue from Camarillo through a station stop at Oxnard, a small city serving the nearby agriculture.
